Tongfong and Urban Involution in Hong Kong

LEUNG Hon Chu
Department of Sociology, Hong Kong Baptist University

Abstract

Tongfong (&lIFs) - literally butchered room, can refer to both subdivided or otherwise minute-sized
apartments, and has become the most visible symbol of the housing problem in Hong Kong. Unsafe
and congested, tongfong are often seen as the kind of inadequate housing the poor in Hong Kong
have to put up with when they are excluded fromm accommodation in public housing. More recently,
however, middle-income groups are also moving into subdivided apartments, while tongfonghas
also been used, satirically, as a name for the super-small, “nano”-apartments increasingly common
in market. The most noticeable official response to this decline in housing standard is support for
legal and safer subdivided apartments managed by NGOs, while “co-living”, i.e. shared apartments, is
being sold as a housing solution to young professionals. This apparent trend towards normalization
of inadeqguate housing in Hong Kong demands explanation and the concept of urban involution will
be examined in the presentation to show how it can be relevant for the understanding of declining

housing standard in Hong Kong.

Skyrocketing housing prices in Hong Kong have attracted attention to the hegemony of real estate
industry. According to the Demographia International Housing Affordability Survey, housing prices in
Hong Kong have soared 430% since 2003. Hong Kong is one of the most expensive places in terms
of home purchase in the world. Both scholars and policy makers have attempted to debunk the myth
of spontaneous property boom. The predominant thinking is to increase land and housing supply so
as to combat the escalation of housing price. It is argued here that the continuous property boom is
deeply locked in the hegemonic construction of the land development regime in Hong Kong which is
made possible through the work of the government, powerful developer conglomerates, professionals
and the general public. The hegemony of real estate industry in Hong Kong has greatly affected the
housing supply and housing choices of all walks of life. Grassroots communities, in particular, are

greatly suffered from this capitalist hegemonic land development process.

All along, Hong Kong has adopted a dual system of housing supply --- either government-subsidized
housing or private housing. Recently, some NGOs attempt to improve the housing conditions of the
grassroots by offering different alternatives in housing provision, such as prefabricated modular units
and empowerment housing etc. These bottom-up initiatives by NGO serve as alternative housing
choices in Hong Kong. To what extent these initiatives can break the hegemonic influence of the
real estate industry in Hong Kong? Some examples such as empowerment housing by Light Be will
be used as illustration. Unlike the conventional subsidized housing provided by the government,
empowerment housing is more than housing provision which focuses on the empowerment of
tenants. Instead of mere provision of the hardware(i.e. a flat), the tenants need to demonstrate their

efforts in self-improvement within the lease period of one to three years.

This paper will give an overview of the grassroots’ housing conditions and choices in Hong Kong.
Through the case study of empowerment housing by Light Be, the objective of this paper is to
examine the extent to which big developers have influenced grassroots housing provision in Hong
Kong. It is argued here that even these bottom-up initiatives for grassroots housing in Hong Kong

cannot dodge the hegemony of real estate industry:.
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2 The Community Housing Movement in Hong Kong

Charles C.K. Ho

(The Hong Kong Council of Social Sciences)

The Community Housing Movement, launched in September 2017, makes use of non-profit sector
to solicit private rental housing at below market price and transform it into social housing to
accommodate those in need. On top of housing affordability, it emphasizes more social service
functions of housing provision by social service organizations and social enterprises in terms of
overcoming social exclusion. This pilot project marks a decentralized way of housing provision with the
support of different stakeholders, including the government. This article will compare similar policy
initiatives from Hong Kong, and Belgium in terms of their housing policy background, the roles of the
government, non-profit sector and profit-making sector, and the potential consequences in order to
highlight the unigueness of the Community Housing Movement. Finally, we will recormmend the way
forward in Hong Kong regarding the development of social housing by making reference to the policy

designs of Belgium models.
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AKY Inclusive Community Institute is a corporation established in 2016 to solve problems in the
community, which was jointly organized by the three discriminated districts, Asaka, Kashima, and Yata.
The Institute is currently engaged in several projects to tackle with the community collapsing caused
by the imbalanced community mix and the loss of community bases. One of their projects under way is
an attempt to build a network for child support, developed through the collaboration with Osaka City
University. There is another on—going projects to create a life support system for elderly people in the

community, in cooperation with a youth volunteer group in Asaka.
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Social Investment Fund in Seoul: policy issues for promoting social housing supply

The Seoul Metropolitan Government(SMG) enacted the social housing related ordinance in January
2015, and began implementing policies to promote social housing supply. As of November 11, 15
suppliers including social enterprises and housing cooperatives have participated, providing housing
for a total of 566 households. The participation of the private sector in social housing projects was
largely attributable to Social Investment Fund(SIF). The reason why social economic organizations
were able to supply social housing in the absence of support by the central government is that it was
possible to support funding through SIF. In this paper, we will discuss the outcomes and limits of SIF
while examining the operation of SIF from 2015 to 201/. Based on this, we will draw out the operating

direction of SIF and present the policy issues of SMG and the central government for that.

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Introducing interculturalism to overcome the impact of overtourism

and increase urban inclusiveness
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(Hankuk Univ. of Foreign Studies, Seoul, South Korea)

Abstract

Expansion of international tourism demand has a great influence on cultural exchange. However,
the major tourist sites are so-called 'overtourism’, which happens to be overcrowded. Overtourism
are one of the social problems that degrade the quality of tourism and cause dissatisfaction of local
residents. In order to overcome the overtourism that can lose cultural identity in the process of cultural
hybridization, it is necessary to introduce 'interculturalism’. The fact that strong self-culture promotes
interactions beyond intercultural acceptance can suggest the direction of 'inter-tourism’. The purpose
of this study is not to be consumed as a simple product, but to lay the foundations for local cultural
development centering on tourism resources from a cultural point of view.

Key words : Cultural Tourism, Overtourism, Cultural Hybridization, Interculturalism, Inter-Tourism

1. Introduction

Tourism is the "phenomenon of cultural exchange that is consistently carried out on a large scale,"[1]
which is the most significant factor influencing cultural hybridity in modern society. The world
consumes 'cultural goods' of each country, Through this, they are experiencing voluntary cultural
exchange and hybridization. This means that tourists in cultural tourism, which is a context of tourism,
consume a wide range of cultures such as popular culture, nature, and traditional cultural resources,
and recognize them and their target tourist sites as 'subjects of cultural production’.

However, with the spectacular performance of cultural tourism, the growth of tourism market may
lead to inflow of tourists indiscreetly. Overtourism is a multifaceted side effect caused by a surge in
tourists. The proliferation of these side effects firstly leads to a decrease in satisfaction with the tourist
destination. This is a case where a lot of visitors to a famous restaurant have a longer wait time and
the taste and quality of the food is lowered. In addition, this phenomenon is also a factor to reduce
the attractiveness of tourist attractions as well as expressing dissatisfaction due to the infringement
of basic rights of indigenous people. Touristification, which is a phenomenon in which people living

in tourist areas socially appeal or depart from the damage caused by influx of tourists, is also a
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representative example of Overtourism.

When analyzed in the field of cultural tourism, there is a risk that tourists’ indiscreet consumption of
cultural resources will lead to loss of cultural charm and value, that is, cultural identity inherent in tourist
attractions. There is a possibility that a tourist site that provides tangible-intangible culture based on
local culture is violated by other cultures or that culture is transformed as needed. This occurs when
Overtourism in cultural tourism is overlooked as a "intercultural phenomenon” in tourism.

The purpose of this study is to suggest the causes and solutions of Overtourism in cultural tourism.
Cultural tourism that provides mutual exchange, rather than unilateral acceptance of culture, will
provide a intercultural perspective for mutual development of diverse cultures. First, we will establish
the relationship between tourist sites and tourists, which are the subjects of cultural production. We
also propose inter-tourism as a way to embrace other cultures while maintaining cultural identity that

can be lost due to Overtourism.

2. Cultural Hybridization and Overtourism

Cultural tourism is meaningful in that it exchanges lifestyle and values of a country and society. In
other words, through cultural tourism, individuals experience diverse cultures and meet cultural needs.
In this process, intercultural exchange of values is through contact with culture. Beyond the dichotomy
between strong and weak, "capitalism'’s ideology, immigration, markets and consumer goods have
become a common shared feeling that affects mankind as a whole."[2] This has been a mixed
spontaneous mix of cultures in many parts of the world. Cultural tourism is a behavior that represents
the change of the times.

However, since tourism activities promote regional revitalization and economic performance,
‘culture’, a consumer goods of tourism, is selected as a tourism product and promotes consumption.
At this time, the local culture of tourist attractions is the basis for promoting tourist motivation and
encouraging actual visits. The commercialization of this culture is the biggest cause of Overtourism.
Especially, if the area of living culture is displayed as a sight for tourists as it is, the development of
'culture and tourism' may cause side effects such as destroying and altering the culture as a life style of
living people.[3]

Indigenous people and tourists are the main players in the hybrid culture experience through cultural
tourism. In other words, not only tourists who visit this culture and accept culture through experience,
but also indigenous people of tourist sites that provide culture are also subject to cultural hybridity.
This category includes all processes in which tourist areas are changed in trade or their lifestyle
characteristics are changed. In the Overtourism case, tourists mentioned not only the side effects of
tourists but also the abandonment of tourist attractions and indigenous people. This is to explain the
characteristics of Overtourism. This is because it can not be evaluated only as a problem caused by the

overcrowded population of the tourist sites. This approach is to prevent the mistake of analyzing the
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social phenomenon by limiting the subject of cultural tourism to 'tourists’ in advance and to prevent
one side of the tourist entity from being excluded in constructing the solution plan.

Lee Seo-hyun analyzes and distinguishes the phenomenon of Overtourism defined by domestic
and foreign press, and presents them as five phenomena. Overcrowdimg phenomenon, indigenous
people’s living rights infringement, touristification, tourist Povia, and McDonald's tourism.[4] Such
distinctions include the explosion of the population exceeding the capacity of the tourist sites, the
destruction of the daily life of the indigenous peoples due to tourism, the aggressive repulsion that
expresses aversion, and the avoidance of tourist attractions. It is largely based on the phenomenon of
crowded tourists in sightseeing spots, and distinguishes influences on tourists and indigenous people.
However, this distinction distinguishes phenomena that appear on the surface due to social problems,

but it is not based on the fundamental direction of tourism where cultural hybridization occurs.

If we present cultural phenomena mixed in cultural tourism as Overtourism, we can refer to
'excessive expansion and transformation of local culture'. It is beyond the scope that culture as a
tourism product can provide, and it is over-produced or transformed. It is not just one local culture
that can be seen in famous tourist sites, but it can be a proof of Overtourism that the phenomenon
that outside business for tourists is put into the market or cultural products that have lost their
cultural identity. We can evaluate this standardization of the global tourism market, that is, from
the perspective of globalization, but we can judge the negative expansion of local culture on the
assumption that all cultures are local. This is a typical side effect of cultural hybridity. It is not about
developing cultural identity and value through tourism, but by focusing on the play of individuals
and aiming at economic performance enjoying culture. Thus, when local culture is overextended and
transformed, the phenomenon of Overtourism comes to follow.

In order to overcome the Overtourism and prevent it in advance, we must first prevent population

overcrowding. But this may be physically impossible in the age of free tourism. If Overtourism
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continues, the tourism ecosystem is destroyed and the identity of the local culture is lost. Aboriginal
people and tourists will be also increasingly facing away this. In order to overcome this, it is necessary
to recognize the culture as a commmodity and to modify the fundamental direction of tourism, which
is expanded from the perspective of mass production and mass consumption. This should be based
on a mutual understanding that prevents tourists and indigenous people from recognizing themselves
as a simple consumer or victim. The purpose of this study is to propose the concept of 'Inter-tourism’
in order to create a tourism ecosystem based on inter cultural exchanges. It is expected that the
fundamental problem of Overtourism in cultural tourism market can be solved by introducing the
viewpoint of interculturalism aiming at continuous cultural development through exchanges and

communication and creating value of culture.

3. Introduction of interculturalism, Inter-Tourism

The most ideal form of cultural tourism is the subjective cultural prosperity of local culture and
cultural acceptance and development of other cultures. To this end, local culture does not seek only
a static cultural identity, but must encourage cultural tourism to repeat their growth and proliferation
through mutual exchange of their culture. When culture is provided to other cultures through the
medium of tourism, culture and objects (tourists) experience interaction and influence each other
regardless of intent .In other words, inter-cultural communication occurs. However, unlike the inter-
cultural communication that occurs in a situation where a person lives in a cross-cultural area or a long-
term stay, a tourist who interacts with other cultures sporadically in a very short period has a great
sense of heterogeneity and does not afford the time to solve it. Min Chang-ki said, "The short meeting
between the foreigners can be avoided without actively solving various problems arising from cultural
heterogeneity, and there is a possibility of misunderstanding rather than understanding, and this
phenomenon is ultimately a factor that shrinks tourism."[5]

Cultural tourism, which lacks communication in the absence of mutual comprehension, has a
side effect that is represented by Overtourism. The most important cause of Overtourism is the
confrontation between local culture and tourists, and it can be defined as a dichotomy relationship
with other cultures. | would like to acknowledge the acceptance and acceptance of other cultures
and suggest the improvement of cultural tourism from the viewpoint of interculturalism aiming at
growth and development of subjective local culture. In contrast to multiculturalism, which recognizes
other cultures as 'positive discrimination’ based on self-culture-centered ideology, interculturalism is
meaningful in promoting dialogue and interaction with objects beyond simple acceptance of other
cultures. Interculturalism, which develops in the form of ideology and policy to appreciate the value
and possibility of cultural diversity, is very close to the essence of tourism as a fusion of culture and
culture.

Inter-tourism means tourism in which local culture and other cultures interact with each other and
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mutual promotion of heterogeneous culture is promoted. The characteristic of mutual tourism lies in
recognizing both the local culture that provides their culture as tourism resources and the other culture
that is represented by tourists as subjects. In addition, tourist sites play a role as a base for cultural
hybridization. In tourism research, it is different from pursuing only economic profit such as attracting
tourists or revitalizing the area.

Inter-tourism, which means creating a cultural ecosystem of interculturalism, does not end up
in 'tourism attraction’ or 'economic profit creation’. The success of tourism in the existing tourism
industry is utilized as a tool for profit making local culture. Inter-tourism, on the other hand, aims at
communicating with other cultures, centering on clear subjectivity, while making the characteristics of
local culture resources. This means that the purpose of tourism is to go one step further from the point
of view of existing tourist industry and to create value of culture hybridization.

Three conditions must be met in order to implement a inter-tourism. The first is tourism identity.
Each subject of tourism should be the subject of cultural exchange based on understanding of self
culture. This is to prevent the risk that the essence of local culture can be dismantled in the process
of cultural hybridization. Park Min-soo said, "cultural Hybridity is bound to change the existing
understanding of the subject. The identity of the subject can not be maintained in a culture that exists
as a middle class process and process with the essence of hybridity."[6] If the subjective local culture
is not maintained in the process of cultural hybridization, it will be transferred to a standardization
tourism market. The second is interaction. It is not only the stage of simple acceptance of culture but
also the recognition that tourism is the starting point of social phenomena such as social differences,
adaptation and conflict, not individual communication. In addition, attracting tourists should be
recognized as a process that is not a goal of tourism, and the diffusion and activation of tourist
attractions should also be defined as steps for promoting culture. The last is value creation. As |
mentioned several times before, the ultimate goal of inter-tourism and the result of cultural exchange
is not to be absorbed into other cultures, or consumed from economical viewpoints, and not to be
incorporated into uniformized tourism market. Since cultural communication can not be excluded from
the occurrence of intercultural communication, it is the ultimate goal of inter-tourism to draw out the
result of positive culture hybridization that is manifested in the process.

As such, inter-tourism must e accompanied by a methodology for maintaining the 'subjectivity’ of
local culture. At this time, tourists who are perceived as other cultures should also be able to recognize
them as being capable of understanding and communicating with them from the point of view of
simple acceptance to tourist sites. To this end, it will be necessary to improve cultural awareness

throughout the society from the stage of tourism development.

4. Conclusion

As international tourism becomes popular, it has evolved in various ways. In addition, the space they
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can reach is gradually expanding, and communication between cultures is becoming more active.
At this time, local culture does not experience voluntary tourism resources. Some local cultures are
selected for economic profitability in the tourism industry and are often lightly consumed as cultural
products. In this process, the local culture is very dangerous to lose its cultural characteristics and can
be transformed into a standardization tourism market. The main point of this study is that this loss of
cultural identity leads to Overtourism which causes dissatisfaction to tourists and tourists.

The fact that the interculturalist perspective is reflected in the culture and tourism market means
the way of strengthening the value of local culture in terms of localization and communicating with
the world through tourism. To overcome Overtourism, it is necessary to reevaluate the preceding
tourism development from a interculturalism perspective. It is to assess whether the local culture of
the tourism destination where Overtourism is occurring maintains its identity, whether there is active
communication and interaction between the tourists and the local area, and what the tourism market
is aiming at. This will be a starting point for inter-tourism and an opportunity to overcome Overtourism
in cultural tourism.

Inter-tourism should be considered at all stages, including reassessment to Overtourism, newly
planned tourist sites, operate tourist sites, change and continuation of tourist sites. This is to avoid
like the mistake of 'failure of multiculturalism' in Korean society. Failure of multiculturalism implies a
negative result of 'positive discrimination’. If we can accept the value of mutual culturalism mentioned
in various countries as an alternative and revision method of interculturalism in the tourism market,
we can overcome Overtourism and make a unique tourism site that is not immune to globalization in

international tourism market. The value will be appreciated.
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Abstract

heritages and the landscape creation were mainly focused. In this process, residents and local identity
are excluded. Through the case study of Gunsan, this study aims to analyze how cultural urban
regeneration plan embraces residents and restores the city identity for inclusive city.

1. Introduction

Due to industrialization and urbanization, the flow of Korean urban development plan for the past
50 years has progressed to the development of a new downtown centered on urban growth.[1]In this
process, the city expanded and the functions required were diversified. There urban developments
have caused the separation of the developed new downtown and the declining old downtown.
The decline of the old downtown was caused by the loss of the function of the city, the outflow of
population and so on. In the urban development, the old downtown and its residents were excluded
and weakened accessibility.

'Spatial alienation’ has led to 'social and cultural alienation’, which has reduced the quality of
life of urban residents. Cultural urban regeneration has begun as a reflection on the unreasonable
development and physical urban regeneration. Cultural urban regeneration differs from traditional
urban regeneration in that cultural regeneration emphasizes process products for the preservation and
enhancement of the commmunity, while traditional urban regeneration regards the physical environment

as an end result.
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Cultural urban regeneration aims at the integrated development of all of these, assuming that the
city is composed not only of the city’s buildings but also the inhabitants living in the cities and the
city’s history, culture, and place. Although the city aims to revitalize the city by utilizing the cultural
resources of the cityin Korea, mainly the tangible cultural resources are subject to urban regeneration.
Such as the maintenance and restoration of historical and tangible cultural resources and creation of a
cultural space centered on these resources.

Urban residents are excluded from this process, and the regeneration projects base on building are
overpassed by spatial solutions. Unlike the goal of cultural urban regeneration, the aspect that appears
mainly is the simple instrumentation of historical and cultural resources and tourism industrialization.[2]

Cultural urban regeneration should embrace the inhabitants of the city and emlbrace the intangible
culture such as the history and identity of the city as well as the types of historical and cultural
resources. As a result, the value of the cultural resources remaining in the city and the inhabitants of
the city can be identified and the city can be sincerely regenerated.

Ultimately, cultural urban regeneration enables all constituents of the city to lead a sustainable life.
This study examines the cultural urban regeneration plan for the inclusive city focused on Gunsan,
Korea. Gunsan carried out an urban regeneration plan focusing on old downtown where many
nmodern historical heritages remain. However, the development of the scenery creation and the tourism
revitalization of the city have revealed the limitation of embracing the residents and local identity of
the city. This study aims to aims to analyze how cultural urban regeneration plan embraces residents

and restores the city identity for inclusive city.

2. Cultural Urban Regeneration Plan for Old Downtown in Gunsan

In the late 1990s, due to the relocation of major administrative agencies, the development of
residential area, industrial complexes and now ports, the Gunsan inner port area lost its function
and became an old downtown. As a result, the accessibility of the city was weakened and as the
population was reduced, the commercial sector declined and an empty place increased sharply.This
area was a major urban center of Gunsan. However, it has fallen in to and old downtown and has
been excluded from urban development. In particular, it has a historical identity as a base of colonial
policy as exploitation, a port of rice exported to Japan after the opening of Gunsan in 1899 and a port
of capitalist goods.Due to this historical background, the decline of space has alienated the history
of exploitation which is still preserved here, although the modern cultural heritage built at that time
is relatively well preserved.However, the urban regeneration plan was implemented in many cities in
Korea as an old downtown regeneration, Gunsan was also selected as one of urban regeneration city
during 4 years (in2013~2017).

Gunsan has focused on the modern cultural heritage resources of this area and has put forward

the motto of ‘Gunsan, where implements a cultural city through creative win-win and community

of communities and corporations together’. To achieve this, Gunsan established four business
promotion strategies: 1) preservation of modern architecture, 2) establishment of commmercial center, 3)
establishment of regional corporate win-win cluster, 4) strengthening local community capacity. This

area was regarded as a core cultural district and based on the identity of the city.

3. Cultural Urban Regeneration Plan for Inclusive City

Gunsan tried to connect the representative cultural identity of the city.This can be confirmed through
the urban regeneration project of Gunsan and the city slogan as Time travel to Gunsan in 1930s’. So
what is the cultural identity of this area?

Cultural identity through the urban regeneration of Gunsan city is defined through repair and
restoration of only tangible historical resources.If Gunsan wanted to embody the sincere cultural
identity of this area, it should take into consideration both the history of the area that remained here
and the identity of the remaining tangible historical resources and intangible history and memory of
course people as well.

The 1930s, which Gunsan is trying to say, is a historically dark period when we were captured by
Japan. The cultural resources that Gunsan city currently utilizes for urbban regeneration remain by the
colonization policy that our nation had at the time. It is political intent that these cultural heritages are
evaluated as ‘negative heritage’.

Gunsan old downtown, which used to function as an urban center, is a dark part of our history and
has retained traces of succumbing, but this is also the reason for the existence of this city. Excluding
these intangible historical resources will lead to the development of landscapes creation and city for
tourism that exclude the history and identity of the region.

The inhabitants of the city retain the history and identity of the area, and there is a discrepancy
between the identity of the area inhabited by the local people living in the urban space and the identity
of the selected, created and developed localities in the city.The intangible cultural resources and
tangible cultural resources of the region are disagreeable by different subjects, who cannot capture

the authenticity of the culture and the city becomes a drama set lacking authenticity.
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Developing the landscape of modern times does not remain present some had presented new
possibilities for local small-medium sized cities.However, such tourism - centered urban development
is not significantly different from urban redevelopment, which was centered on the past physical
approach.Eventually both directions were lacking in the inhabitants of the city and their inclusion in the
history and identity of the area.

Cultural urban regeneration has a real meaning, when the city embraces the inhabitants of the city
and moves into an embracing city that embraces all the subjects of the city without any alienated
space. In the end, the cultural urban regeneration of Gunsan should embrace the residents, history and

identity of the city as well as become inclusive city.

4. Conclusion

The decline of the downtown area due to the loss of the function of the old downtown was excluded
together with the space, the inhabitants who are living in that space, the history and the identity.
The cultural approach to regenerating this approach has been a paradigm of new urban planning to
recognize the limitations of existing physical approaches.

In particular, urban regeneration, which has been actively utilizing the alienated space and the
cultural resources that fill the space, has lbeen proposed as a new possibility of the region.In addition,
the slogan that represents the region and the 'image’ that the region wanted to implement were newly
created.However, government-led plans that rely on short-term government costs have had limitations
in strengthening the self-sustaining power of local governments.The demonstration type development
was a monumental type of cultural resources repair and restoration project, which created a space to
accommodate outsiders and excluded local residents.

The livingspace for the inhabitants to live in is becoming a consumption space for tourism, and the
achievement of urban regeneration is focused on how many tourists have visited, how many cafes and
guesthouses are filled with public spaces.Most importantly, the city is organic, remembers traces of
past history, and is a living space of humanity and a space of meaning formation.[3]

Therefore, spatial inclusion should always be aware of tourism development and landscape creation,

and should always be centered on the inclusion of people who are real actors in space.

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Survival network infrastructures for foreign workers in Singapore: A

contextual focus on the spatial production process of the inner-city
service hub

1. Introduction

In the last decade or so, civil society groups in Singapore have been actively contesting the various forms
of exploitation that have made foreign workers desert their workplaces in search for help. This contestation
has been proceeding in an interactive way with the public instances in charge. Crucial within this has been
the bottom-up development of care/service networks that cater for the foreign workers. By using the
concept of the ‘service hub’, this presentation will try to shed light on the spatial production process of
these networks.

Originally coined by Dear and Wolch (1997), the ‘service hub’ is a concept to denote (often inner-city)
neighborhoods that accommodate clusters of human services offering sanctuary and care to marginalized
populations. Importantly, this siting denotes not only the physical structures used by potential clients, but
also in-situ social and informal networks upon which clients depend for their day-to-day survival. In many
cases, these sites are characterized by their (relatively) dilapidated built environment and the presence
of peculiar, easy-accessible yet often decrepit, dwelling units. Terms as ‘skid row’ and service-dependent
‘ghettoes’ generally jump to mind. In the existing literature on service hub neighborhoods, their structural
roots are often traced back to the era of the ‘public city’, when the (Western) urban social grid was
organized around redistributive Keynesian politics. As such, its present form is considered as a “residual
arrangement” for the disenfranchised, a spatial organization that bolters the possibility and capacity as
a substitute for the Keynesian welfare state (DeVerteuil 2014, 41). In this sense, the organization of these
neighborhoods are made up by volunteer (or, non-governmental) actors which are engaged towards the
delivery of care from a genuine desire to serve the service-dependent and vulnerable.

Albeit Singapore’s spatiality of voluntary services and peculiar residential opportunities show similarities
with those in cities that have been molded by Keynesian welfarism, its differing historical pathway pertaining
to welfare and even democracy necessitates us to contextualize these differences and identify the relevant
factors that shape the contours and content of Singapore’s service hub neighborhoods. This presentation

seeks to identify these factors and how they have shaped the current networking in these neighbborhood
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2. Service Hubs for Foreign Workers in Geylang and Little India

Singapore is (in)famous for its highly authoritarian regime and extreme approach to residual welfare. This
has resulted in a landscape of limited civil society activities, and a highly controlled and directly managed
geography for welfare facilities for Singaporean citizens. Voluntary services for foreign workers has been
fairly absent until recently. Geylang’s service developed after the initial influx of foreign workers in the 1980s,
while Little India’s developed in the late 2000s. Both areas are situated outside the historical boundaries
of the colonial city ( the current city center) and have originally functioned as inner-city arrival points
for migration. After Singapore’s modernization in the late 1960s and large urban redevelopment scheme
of the 1980s, Geylang became known as an area of poverty and (tolerated) prostitution. Along with the
rise of Christian social movements in the Malaysian peninsula, it quickly became a base for voluntary care
services for marginalized populations. However, due to the thin line with political interference, the state
abruptly suppressed these movements as what is commonly known as “the Marxist Conspiracy”. This
event put the service hub in arrested development until the early 2000s, right after Singapore society was
shaken up by the brutal murder of an Indonesian domestic helper at the hands of her employer. Care and
shelter services for domestic helpers was resumed, yet this time through initiative by a local church, which
eventually reorganized in a secular movement to avoid exceeding the line between religion and politics. Due
to the presence of (especially) Chinese foreign workers who are accommmodated in shop house dormitories,
services mostly evolved to their needs. Geylang now bolsters a network of helpdesks, medical care services
and shelters.

Little India on the other hand has been a popular destination for South Asian workers on their day off.
Due to the rising number of especially Bangladeshi workers, various social networks have taken shape over
time. Like Geylang, there is a conspicuous concentration of shop house dormitories, and these are only used
by the foreign workers, especially those who are seeking refuge from their workplace (which includes their
official accommodation, located in the city fringes). This influx of deserted workers who rely on personal
social networks for survival, has attracted attention from civil society organizations that have set up care
facilities and helpdesks. Much of the care is ethnic-sensitive (such as food) and place-based, yet professional
service networks extend to surrounding facilities (such as hospitals) and institutions (courts, government
departments, etc.). Due to advocacy and policy suggestions, in response, the state recently has set up
GONGO's (governmental organized non-governmental organization) in both Little India and Geylang. Their

approach to and impact on the the existing structures of both service hubs still requires examination.

3. Conclusion

Singapore's service hub neighborhoods for foreign workers are a result of 1) insufficient public protection
for foreign workers (= demand); 2) their personal, ethnic networks (=reciprocity), 3) peculiar housing
(=supply) and 4) civil activism within bounds (care services), all set within the 5) relatively 'unruly' inner-city
context (=space) of Singapore. Most importantly, these neighborhoods are not residual but taken spaces

within Singapore's tract of authoritarianism.
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Social and Solidarity Economy in Japan
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This paper introduces the present state of policy about housing for life and well-being and social
and solidarity economy in the field of housing for life and well-being.

In Japan, nonprofit organizations and cooperatives have been growing due to the tide of various
social movements such as handicapped people, homeless people, cooperative movements, etc. since
1970s. However, because of the lack of the laws and judicial personality that cover social and solidarity
economy organizations, they have not been accurately grasped quantitatively or qualitatively. In
order to make good use of sufficient resources, it is necessary in Japan to regard social and solidarity
economy organizations which belong to the third sector as one set and activate cooperation inside
and cooperation with the government, private companies, and communities.

In Japan’s postwar housing policy, political interest in the security of hosing service as the basis of
life, an essential necessity, as well as that in housing standards has been low, and housing policy has
been insufficient as social policy. However, social policy that links housing policy and welfare policy
such as “the Assistance Act for Self-Support of Needy Persons” and “the new Housing Safety Net
System” is beginning to bud. Social and solidarity economy organizations are expected to play a role

in this policy.

Construction
With a Focus on the Trento Model

Abstract

This study clarifies the methods by which mental health services are provided without a psychiatric hospital,
with a focus on mental health services in Trento, Italy. Specifically, this study clarifies the state and framework of
the mental health services provided locally by focusing on the human resources involved in their development

and investigates the potential for development in Japan.

1. Purpose and Methodology

This study examines Trento (in the province of Trentino-Alto Adige). Trento’s mental health budget is not
especially high and accounts for approximately 3% of the city’s overall health budget. In terms numbers, there
are 95 of what in Japan would be considered “professionals” (e.g. physicians, nurses, educators, social workers)
providing for approximately 150,000 residents.

This study clarifies through literature review and fieldwork the methods by which mental health services are
provided without a psychiatric hospital, among examples of local mental health services in Italy with a particular

focus on mental health services in Trento.

2. The Structure of Trento’s Mental Health Services
Mental health services in Trento were established in their current form in 1999. As previously mentioned, 95
professionals are involved in the promotion of local mental health, and mental health services in Trento exist
within Italy’s regional mental health framework. Moreover, Trento accommodates approximately 1,800 people
with mental disorders (hereinafter “service users”), approximately 40% of which have severe mental disorders.

In addition, locally-based mental health services in Trento are promoted mainly through the Mental Health Center.
The area is dotted with social resources such as residence services, daycares, day hospitals, psychiatric wards at
general hospitals, etc. However, one particularly striking characteristic of the structure of mental health services in
Trento is that “teams” are considered social resources. The necessity of taking a team-based approach and using
networking as functions of locally-based social work has been pointed out in Japan as well , so the necessity of
teams as a prerequisite when providing support is recognized. However, teams aremerely a support function and

are not recognized as social resources. Perceiving and utilizing teams as resources is a characteristic of Trento.
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3. Mental Health Service Principles
Mental health services in Trento are executed under to an extremely important philosophy - “Doing Together.”
This philosophy is accompanied by four principles: 1) Believe that all people involved in mental health services are
knowledgeable, 2) Believe that all people are able to fulfill their personal responsibilities, 3) Believe that change is
always possible and 4) Believe that all people possess strengths and are able to discover those strengths.

In general, the knowledge possessed by mental health experts is a result of academic research and their
experiences to date as a professional. Knowledge from the point of view of service users and their families, on
the other hand, is a result of their actual day-to-day experiences in dealing with the difficulties of life with mental
illnesses and mental disabilities. In Trento, mental health services are promoted under the philosophy of improving
the quality of mental health services by mutually acknowledging and effectively applying these two types of

knowledge.

4. UFE

“UFE (Expert Users and Family members)” refers to the fact that service users and their families are also
experts. In other words, UFEs are experts due to their experiences with mental illnesses and disorders. In Trento,
they are officially recognized as experts and are guaranteed work (salary). UFEs are now widely acknowledged
as experts, but it was through their own hard work that they became able to serve as professionals. They did not
study mental health as an academic subject. They learned through their own personal experiences with mental
illnesses and disorders, and they learned methods for conveying these experiences to others systematically.

There are currently 45 UFEs employed at Trento’s Mental Health Center, and the number has been increasing
year by year. Women make up 64% and men 36%. Roughly 70% are patients, and they have an average age of 52.

Of course, not all service users and family members are able to become UFE. Working as a UFE requires
meeting the following four conditions: 1) The ability to properly comprehend how to apply experience-
based knowledge,2) Interest in the occupation of UFE,3) Mastery of the fundamental techniques of building
interrelationships (techniques for naturally and confidently eliciting interaction with mental health service users
and their families),4) The ability to consult with the psychiatrist at the Mental Health Bureau as a service user if
their condition worsens even though they may be working at the Mental Health Bureau as a UFE; and the ability
to effortlessly switch gears and become a patient during consultation.

Among these, item number 4 is particularly important. If a UFE is suspected of failing to clear number 4, a
meeting is held by the Crisis Control Group, which is made up personally by UFEs. And depending on the results,
the member concerned may be asked to abstain from working as a UFE. In this way UFEs are able to regulate
themselves. They have a Crisis Control Group (a group composed of the core-most members) personally made
up of UFEs, a Quality Improvement Committee and an Inspection Committee (formerly held twice annually, but
not held recently due to lack of demand). While working as a UFE, members also engage in mutually caring for
other UFE members as patients.

UFEs are also required to undergo regular training. The contents of training are not structured. Training is more
like a monthly meeting between UFEs and other professions working in different areas. At these meetings, frank

and balanced discussions are possible under the recognition that both UFEs and the professionals are ‘experts’
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Moreover, the reason that manuals are not created to train peer staff members in England and America is due to
the strong belief that service users and their families possess immeasurable knowledge and experience gained
through their actual experiences and their experiences of caring for relatives and that no manual would surpass

these.

5. Discussion and Conclusions

The Role of Experience-Based Experts

UFEs serve a variety of roles, but the most important is the role of connecting people together as an aspect of
Trento’s mental health services. UFEs connect patients, families and professionals, but they also connect various
social resources with each other, professionals with each other and patients and their families with other patients
and families.

In Trento, a roughly 30-min meeting is held every morning at the Mental Health Center. In the meeting, Mental
Health Center staff memlbers and individuals related to mental health services get together, share information
and check the current status of all mental health service users within the Mental Health Center’s jurisdiction. In
addition, they discuss how to handle users who require urgent care, and UFEs also naturally participate in this
meeting held every morning and provide opinions based on their experience-based expertise. The perspectives of
UFEs in these cases are not focused on how to link the individual concerned with treatment but rather on which
resource or professional they should be put in contact with. And their opinions are focused on which agencies
and which professionals should be put in contact with each other in order to support the concerned individual's
life in the local community. UFEs do not supersede the roles of other professionals, and other professionals do
not steal the positions of UFEs. They serve the role of a bridge linking everything together.

In addition to their role as an aspect of mental health services, UFEs have another important role. They serve
as positive role models for other service users and families. UFEs can be found all throughout Trento’s mental
health sector, and they are “within reach” of service users and their families. Service users and their families who
are currently suffering due to mental illnesses and disorders are given hope that they too can become like the
UFEs in the future. UFEs provide courage as familiar role models.

UFEs also play a major role regarding the general population. They dispel feelings of discrimination and
prejudices held by the general population toward mentally disabled individuals. As UFEs work in various public
locations in the community, average citizens have a great many opportunities to see them - in other words, they
are able to see professionals who are able to work even though they have mental disabilities. They are able to see
with their own eyes that it is possible to work in spite of having mental disabilities. This contributes to removing

the negative reputation and prejudice suffered by those with mental disabilities.

The Possibility of Incorporating the Trento Model

Trento’s mental health services are characterized by the application of experience-based experts through the
philosophy of “Doing Together,” which is in turn founded on the idea of not having psychiatric hospitals. The
biggest obstacle to incorporating a system like this in Japan would likely be decommissioning the psychiatric

hospitals that are needed in providing local mental health services. In addition, acceptance in Japan of peer staff
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members as being professionals on par with currently existing professionals, as they are in ltaly, is expected to
create confusion. Furthermore, there are likely to be professionals who are worried about a drop in guality in
mental health services due to patients themselves being involved in the creation of treatment processes and
about hindrances to implementation. To establish peer staff members in Japan, it would first be necessary for
professions to trust service users as experience-based experts and believe in their expertise.

In addition, the goal of local mental health services should not be to abolish psychiatric hospitals but rather
to provide a system that enables people to live locally without relying on psychiatric hospitals. This would be
the quickest way to develop local mental health services in Japan. Italy, where psychiatric hospitals have been
abolished, and Japan, which boasts the highest number of psychiatric wards per capita in the world, largely differ
in whether psychiatric hospitals are established publicly or by the private sector. And as there are differences,
Japan cannot simply imitate Italy. Japan must instead strive to develop local mental health services that befit
Japan. Local mental health services would not develop as a result of abolishing psychiatric hospitals, and one
purpose of this study is to point out that Japan’s system for mental health services will proceed unchanged unless

the goal is to escapedependency on psychiatric hospitals through improvement of local mental health services.
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Lessons Learnt From Agriculture-related Job Opportunity Creation
for Laborers Who Are Homeless or Welfare Clients

Introduction

Deriving from the context of the poverty observed in urban areas of what has so far been called “"developed
countries”, the idea of “social inclusion” is premised on the assumption that people need money for living
necessaries, and moreover, the welfare policy in Japan has been taking workfare-oriented approach rather than
enriching public assistance. Consequently, the fear that employment is the only way to live compels the people
vulnerable in the existing lalbor market to a choice of being excluded from the market or accepting undesirable
working conditions. If so, how people can be confident that they are able to live even without employment? In
order to answer this question, we should elucidate how to recover the ability to extract living necessaries from the
natural environment, tracing back the process called “primitive accumulation”, in which rural communities have
continuously supplied urban areas with a labor force, in other words, marginalized people have been uprooted
from the land, hand in hand with the advancement of the capitalist economy.

Aiming at job opportunity creation in an alternative way, | started an action research project which
attemptedrecovering uncultivated farmland with the participation of homeless elderly laborers and young
traineesreceiving employment support.initially, | thought, as many people did, that sustainable inject of public
funds required some contribution toward a solution of a social problem. Accordingly Iset my eyes on the fact
that people had come to consider farmland recovery to be the task, which the general public, as well as farmers,

should cope with (Tsunashima, 2015).

2. Action research from the fiscal year 2011 to 2016

The action research commenced with farm work twice or three days per week in Karindo-obata, Kashiwara
City, Osaka Prefecture, in July 2011. Having recovered 30 are-farmland, the laborers and trainees gave no specific
suggestion on the further use of the land despite my aspiration for participatory approach; we came to grow
vegetables, nearly 20 species at all times, and periodically sell the harvest at some places in Osaka City. Partly
because only | had an experience of cultivation,| happened to act the director who gave instructions to the
participants. From the fiscal year 2014, “The Organization to Support the Homeless in Kamagasaki” took charge
of recruiting laborers, who were homeless or welfare recipients living in Nishinari Ward, Osaka City. The total

amount of work was 3,655 man-days. Wages, \5,700 per man-day, were covered with government grants-in-aid
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and the sales of the harvest.

The result of the first half of the project illustrated antinomic advantages of introducing farm work into
employment assistance for the young trainees; it helped the trainees adapt themselves to the present
employment environment, while it could offer an alternative to the conventional employment assistance
methodology that tended to focuses on individual adaptation. Thus, if they became able to earn some money or
reduce consumption expenditure being engaged in this alternative form of labor, farming, a new question would
arise as to what differentiated the agricultural labor from the other forms which we would often observe in urban
settings. However, the result also indicated that, during the project period, the laborers and the trainees mostly
kept considering farm work as ordinary temporal employment or as a part of common employment assistance.

Those participants were mostly waiting for a director’s instruction and just following it passively.

3. Recent trends in Japan and past research worldwide

In the meantime, a movement has gained ground toward what is called in Japan “cooperation between
agriculture and social welfare”, based on an idea that the shorthanded agricultural sector offers job opportunities
to the people excluded from the existing labor market, especially, disabled people (cfUshino et al. 2007; Yasunaka
et al. 2009). However, there are still a lot of farmers who are reluctant to be involved in the cooperation with
social welfare, and even quite a few of those who have discontinued. According to a survey that covered all the
‘designated farmers’ in the whole Japan, two of the three major reasons were: “farmers can let their laborers only
unskilled work” and “giving instruction to the laborers turned out to be a heavy burden to the person in charge”
(Kotani et al,, 2016). Obviously, many practitioners are facing the difficulty in raising the level of laborers’ skill,
which can lead to autonomous labor. Once laborers have achieved autonomy, the burden will be reduced and
then labor productivity be improved.

Past research on the alliance between the agriculture and welfare sectors, including what is now called “social
farming” or “care farming” in Europe, have mostly been paying attention to the multifunctional characteristic of
agriculture, which enabled it to be connected with the other sector (cf. Hassink et al, 2016; Hassink et al. 2018).
These pieces of research showed little inclination to enhance skill and autonomy of laborers as welfare clients.
Exceptionally, Cabannes and Raposo (2013) and Opitzet al. (2016) reported that some urban citizens have
acquired the skill of gardening by experimentation and experience without receiving any formal agricultural

education. However, what actualized these autonomous farming activities is not mentioned.

4. Analysis of events that happened during the action research

In order to find the key to autonomy of laborers, | thought, before everything, it was necessary to gain an
overall perspective of the tasks the laborers would face when learning the skill. When | gave instructions to the
participants, | found that the less experience a participant had, the more detailed instructions they needed. For
example, telling a participant to “sow this ridge with radish” was rarely enough to get them to do so, especially if
they were a beginner; the director often had to add that they had to make the hole with a certain depth to put
each seed at a certainterval at first. It was so time consuming that | needed to raise the degree of their autonomy

for a timesaving purpose, thus | tried to shorten instructions gradually as participants became more experienced.
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In so doing, however, sometimes they misconstrued my words; | would realize in hindsight that those ‘happenings
‘occurred after | had given them an excessively shortened instruction. The possible complement in every case
seemed to represent what to be learned at a certain stage of skill acquisition.

Taking “the modified grounded theory approach” to examine232 cases, analysis generated 35 concepts and
classified them into six categories to depict a series of things to be learned during the increase in autonomy. Here,
“operation” means a component of a cropping system, defined in accordance with the physiological necessities
of crop plants, while “motion” corresponds to a part of the former, fractionized from the viewpoint of human
physical action. Meta cognition of “cognitive characteristics” and supplementary “prerequisite knowledge” are
helpful in forming the mental foundation of "motion”. “Observation” and “decision making” are also mental
activities but precede “operation”. The former is to obtain information regarding crops and environment that is
prerequisite for the latter (Fig. 1).

Many participants successfully cleared the hurdle of “operation”, however, they became flinch from challenging
the next ones. They always hesitated to observe various changes in the field to judge whether or not to
execute every ‘operation’. The series of hurdles is a two-step transformation of the tripartite association among
participants, director and crops; the participants become independent from, or see ahead of, the director’s
instructions based on their memories, in the first phase, and later on, they become able to read some signs in
what the crops show, or “take directions from the crops” in the second one (Fig. 2). From this viewpoint, what
remains unsettled at present is how to enter the second phase with a qualitative change in spontaneity. Needless
to say, participants always wield absolute power over crops; this tells the essence of farming, which has been
often compared to parenting. In order to address this new problem, some progressive cases were examined in

search for a clue.

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5. Another case shares the same problem

A retired and 89-year-old farmer in Kyotango City of Kyoto Prefecture has also been giving guidance on
farming to ex-homeless people and welfare clients for almost 30 years. Some homeless-support organizations
in Kyoto and Osaka used to take some homeless people to his farm, and he extended his house to allow them to
live in. He admitted nearly 10 people maximum at once. For a start, he would see if they endured staying in that
remote area for a month, and then, if they did, he helped their resident registration at his house, so that they could
obtain a proof of identity and go out for job hunting with their fixed address and telephone number. Most of them
stayed there no longer than a year.

Around 2015, the trainees following his guidance for years had themselves registered as producers with a local
direct sales store opened by Kyoto Prefecture. The money from the sales were shared out among them. “Each
time they heard that their products were sold, they looked happy. But later on, they went downhill.” he told me
in an interview conducted in May 2018. And he continued, “A year later, | proposed them to save money earned
from selling and allocate it for the next year’s production costs. But they repeatedly failed to do that, so | gave up
this attempt. Now | have no idea how frequently | may interfere with the way they spend money. Even though |
had an infinite fund, I'd be at a loss what to do.”Besides that, he agreed that he has been facing the same problem

with the aforementioned action research.

6. A case of autonomous gardening by a day laborer

A 65-year-old day laborer has been enjoying gardening by his own for these 10 years on his own land located
in the suburbs of Osaka. Working as carpenter in Kamagasaki, he had saved his income (but he has been unable
to afford the house with a lifeline) When | asked him what would be essential for gardening, he unexpectedly
mentioned the importance of ‘observation’. Visiting his home four times in 2017, | found that he was growing
various vegetables, fruit trees, floricultural plants and chickens. Moreover, he was so skillful that he propagated

several trees by grafting as well as layering. He says, “Since no literature have shown me how to protect trees,
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so | have to devise some methods by trial and error. But now I'm too old to grasp everything by observation.”
He sometimes barrows a smart phone from his friends to retrieve information on the Internet and visit botanical
gardens or urban parks to observe as many plants as possible. He has a voracious appetite for knowledge.
Although | tried to invite him to take part in the action research, he seems to prefer working alone.

The previous sections demonstrated how it was difficult to enhance laborers’ autonomy in a sustainable
manner; on the contrary, the present case illustrates that it is possible. However, even this gardener cannot tell
what has differentiated his attitude toward gardening from that of participants or trainees mentioned above. In
conclusion, our future task is to elucidate what it is to ‘observe’ the things people can neglect as long as they are

leading urban lives.
